Since ancient times no one has heard, no ear has perceived, no
eye has seen any God besides you, who acts on behalf of those
‘who wait for him.

Ove /700 years before Jesus Christ was born, Isaiah stated that no one had
eyer heard, perceived, or seen a God who actively works on behalf of those
ho wait and trust in Him, highlighting God’s extraordinary, unheard-of
deeds and love for the faithful. This was in sharp contrast to the gods of
other nations around him who were just silent idols. Today, God's
interventions for His people are still beyond human expectation and
imagination. He who was the same yesterday, is the same today and forever.
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
